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The contrasts between condi-
tions in Nicaragua and El Salvador,
each a siglatory to the Guatemala
peace accord, are striking.

In Managua, 300 Nicaraguaru
march in protest against the San-
dinista government without ha-
rassment or oppressive police pres-
ence. In El Salvador, the
Administration's showcase of "in-
cipient democracy," the tortured
bodies of two men are found,
bearing the classic signs of death



squad methods (Part I, Nov. g).
These are only the latest of re-
newed kiliings of those who tbreat-
en. the power of the ultra-right
Salvadoran oligarchy.

Nor does it work to blame the
Nicaraguan opposition's patheti-
cally low turnout on Sandinista
"threats." Managua now has close
to I million residenls. Certainly we
should expect from that populaUon
a more convincing show of anti-
Sandlnista sentirnent,, especially
since the gathering "met no resis-
tance."

It should be clear by now that
Washington's propaganda cam-
paign against the Sandinistas, car-
ried out by surrogates in Nicaragua
and Miami, is a scam. El Salvador
deserves far more serious criticism.
